3. COMMITTEE REPORTS
a. Outreach Committee
-Dorli: Mad as Hell Doctors Tour (Tuesday, Sept. 8) — will book Westlake (has electricity and parking for their van) tomorrow. Possibility of antique cars and motorcycles joining the MAHD Single Payer caravan coming into Seattle. Cost of Westlake $75 + electricity.

-David: Have an abbreviated press release, will have media packet in a few days, now that have a venue can publicize. MAHD will be coming from Tacoma between 3 and 4pm and head out for Spokane, Wed., Sept 9. MAHD will have 21 stops across the country. PNHP is underwriting the tour. Locally, our responsibility is to find housing for 6 or 7 people. 

-Jack: When Rachel Corrie was killed, we had a caravan that came up from Olympia at a slow speed. This works if you have enough cars.

-Tom: We want to make the motorcade look as big as possible.

b. Influence Congress
-Judith: First, because we have decided to be organizations in a coalition, it would be the best use of my time to work with your organization on a lobbying plan. (See my lobbying PowerPoint presented at 7/22 meeting). Secondly, I will be sending out emails about the when/where of Rep/Senator meetings. When you attend these meetings, try to take notes -- a recording is best.

-Sally: Then we should put our Reps/Senators records on the radio through interviews. Send the link of the interview to their office.

-Chuck: I’ll get notes from the Reichert meeting and send them to Judith.

-Susan: recessrallies.com, on a Sat. August 22nd—possible counter

Moderator, Newt: I will distribute Judith’s PowerPoint on lobbying to the group.

-Sally: I think it’s important to quote specifically from the HB3200 provision.

-Marion: This is actually just consultation about end of life, living wills, hospice, with your doctor. This would be much cheaper than talking it over with an attorney. It is an optional end of life discussion with a doctor for Medicare patients paid for by Medicare. It is valuable to have advance directives in place.
